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GOOD FRIDAY 

EVENING 

LUKE 22:1-30  

THE PLOT TO KILL JES US 

 1 Now the Feast of Unleavened Bread drew near, which is called Passover. 2 And 

the chief priests and the scribes sought how they might kill Him, for they fear ed the 

people.  
3 Then Satan entered Judas, surnamed Iscariot, who was numbered among the 

twelve. 4 So he went his way and conferred with the chief priests and captains, how 

he might betray Him to them. 5 And they were glad, and agreed to give him money. 
6 So he promised and sought opportunity to betray Him to them in the absence of 

the multitude.  

JESUS AND HIS DISCIP LES PREPARE THE PASSOVER 

    
7 Then came the Day of Unleavened Bread, when the Passover must be killed. 8 And 

He sent Peter and John, saying, ñGo and prepare the Passover for us, that we may 

eat.ò  
9 So they said to Him, ñWhere do You want us to prepare?ò  
10  And He said to them, ñBehold, when you have entered the city, a man will meet 

you carrying a pitcher of water; follow him into the house w hich he enters. 11  Then 

you shall say to the master of the house, óThe Teacher says to you, ñWhere is the 

guest room where I may eat the Passover with My disciples?òô 12  Then he will show 

you a large, furnished upper room; there make ready.ò  
13  So they we nt and found it just as He had said to them, and they prepared the 

Passover.  

JESUS INSTITUTES THE  LORDôS SUPPER 

    
14  When the hour had come, He sat down, and the twelve apostles with Him. 15  Then 

He said to them, ñWith fervent  desire I have desired to e at this Passover with you 

before I suffer; 16  for I say to you, I will no longer eat of it until it is fulfilled in the 

kingdom of God.ò  
17  Then He took the cup, and gave thanks, and said, ñTake this and divide it  among 

yourselves; 18  for I say to you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine until the 

kingdom of God comes.ò  
19  And He took bread, gave thanks and broke it,  and gave it  to them, saying, ñThis 

is My body which is given for you; do this in remembrance of Me.ò  
20  Likewise He also took  the cup  after supper, saying, ñThis cup is the new covenant 

in My blood, which is shed for you. 21  But behold, the hand of My betrayer is with 
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Me on the table. 22  And truly the Son of Man goes as it has been determined, but 

woe to that man by whom He is betrayed! ò  
23  Then they began to question among themselves, which of them it was who would 

do this thing.  

THE DISCIPLES ARGUE ABOUT GREATNESS  

    
24  Now there was also a dispute among them, as to which of them should be 

considered the greatest. 25  And He said to them, ñThe kings of the Gentiles exercise 

lordship over them, and those who exercise authority over them are called 

óbenefactors.ô 26  But not so among  you; on the contrary, he who is greatest among 

you, let him be as the younger, and he who governs as he w ho serves. 27  For who is 

greater, he who sits at the table, or he who serves? Is  it not he who sits at the 

table? Yet I am among you as the One who serves.  
28  ñBut you are those who have continued with Me in My trials. 29  And I bestow upon 

you a kingdom, just as My Father bestowed one  upon Me, 30  that you may eat and 

drink at My table in My kingdom, and sit on thrones judging the twelve tribes of 

Israel.ò

JESUS PREDICTS PETERôS DENIAL 

    
31  Then Jesus said to them, ñAll of you will be made to stumble because of Me this 

night, for it is written:  

 

 

      ó I will strike the Shepherd, 

      And the sheep of the flock will be scattered.ô 

 32  But after I have been raised, I will go before you to Galilee.ò 
3 3 Peter answered and said to Him, ñEven if all are made to stumble because 
of You, I will never be made to stumble.ò  
34  Jesus said to him, ñAssuredly, I say to you that this night, before the 
rooster crows, you will deny Me three times.ò  
35  Peter said to  Him, ñEven if I have to die with You, I will not deny You!ò  
And so said all the disciples.  

THE PRAYER IN THE GA RDEN 

    
36  Then Jesus came with them to a place called Gethsemane, and said to the 

disciples, ñSit here while I go and pray over there.ò 37  And He took with Him Peter 

and the two sons of Zebedee, and He began to be sorrowful and deeply distressed. 
38  Then He said to them, ñMy soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even to death. Stay here 

and watch with Me.ò  
39  He went a little farther and fell on His  face, and prayed, saying, ñO My Father, if it 

is possible, let this cup pass from Me; nevertheless, not as I will, but as You will. ò  
40  Then He came to the disciples and found them sleeping, and said to Peter, ñWhat! 

Could you not watch with Me one hour?  41  Watch and pray, lest you enter into 

temptation. The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.ò  
42  Again, a second time, He went away and prayed, saying, ñO My Father, if this cup 

cannot pass away from Me unless I drink it, Your will be done.ò 4 3 And He came and 

found them asleep again, for their eyes were heavy.  
44  So He left them, went away again, and prayed the third time, saying the same 

words. 45  Then He came to His disciples and said to them, ñAre you  still sleeping and 

resting? Behold, th e hour is at hand, and the Son of Man is being betrayed into the 

hands of sinners. 46  Rise, let us be going. See, My betrayer is at hand.ò

Matthew 26:47 - 48  

BETRAYAL AND ARREST IN GETHSEM ANE 

    
47  And while He was still speaking, behold, Judas, one of the twelve, with a great 

multitude with swords and clubs, came from the chief priests and elders of the 

people.  
48  Now His betrayer had given them a sign, saying, ñWhomever I kiss, He is the 

One; seize Him.ò  

Mark 14:27 - 52  

JESUS PREDICTS PETERôS DENIAL 

    
27  Then Jesus said to them, ñAll of you will be made to stumble because of Me this 

night, for it is written:  

 

 

      ó I will strike the Shepherd, 

      And the sheep will be scattered.ô 

 
28  ñBut after I have been raised, I will go before you to Galilee.ò  
29  Peter said to Him, ñEven if all are made to stumble, yet I will  not be.ò  
30  Jesus said to him, ñAssuredly, I say to you that today, even  this night, before the 

rooster crows twice, y ou will deny Me three times.ò  
31  But he spoke more vehemently, ñIf I have to die with You, I will not deny You!ò  

And they all said likewise.  

THE PRAYER IN THE GA RDEN 

    
32  Then they came to a place which was named Gethsemane; and He said to His 

discipl es, ñSit here while I pray.ò 33  And He took Peter, James, and John with Him, 

and He began to be troubled and deeply distressed. 34  Then He said to them, ñMy 

soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even  to death. Stay here and watch.ò  
35  He went a little farther, a nd fell on the ground, and prayed that if it were 

possible, the hour might pass from Him. 36  And He said, ñAbba, Father, all things 

are  possible for You. Take this cup away from Me; nevertheless, not what I will, but 

what You will. ò  
37  Then He came and fo und them sleeping, and said to Peter, ñSimon, are you 

sleeping? Could you not watch one hour? 38  Watch and pray, lest you enter into 
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temptation. The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.ò  
39  Again He went away and prayed, and spoke the same wor ds. 40  And when He 

returned, He found them asleep again, for their eyes were heavy; and they did not 

know what to answer Him.  
41  Then He came the third time and said to them, ñAre you still sleeping and 

resting? It is enough! The hour has come; behold, th e Son of Man is being betrayed 

into the hands of sinners. 42  Rise, let us be going. See, My betrayer is at hand.ò  

BETRAYAL AND ARREST IN GETHSEMANE  

    
43  And immediately, while He was still speaking, Judas, one of the twelve, with a 

great multitude with swords and clubs, came from the chief priests and the scribes 

and the elders. 44  Now His betrayer had given them a signal, saying, ñWhomever I 

kiss, He is the One; seize Him and lead Him  away safely.ò  
45  As soon as he had come, immediately he went up to H im and said to Him, ñRabbi, 

Rabbi!ò and kissed Him.  
46  Then they laid their hands on Him and took Him. 47  And one of those who stood 

by drew his sword and struck the servant of the high priest, and cut off his ear.  
48  Then Jesus answered and said to them , ñHave you come out, as against a robber, 

with swords and clubs to take Me? 49  I was daily with you in the temple teaching, 

and you did not seize Me. But the Scriptures must be fulfilled.ò  
50  Then they all forsook Him and fled.  

A YOUNG MAN FLEES NA KED 

    
51  Now a certain young man followed Him, having a linen cloth thrown around his  

naked body.  And the young men laid hold of him, 52  and he left the linen cloth and 

fled from them naked.  
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3RD KOUMA 

JOHN 18:12 -15; LUKE 22:31 -62   

John 18:12 - 15  

BEFORE THE HIGH PRIE ST 

    
12  Then the detachment of troops  and the captain and the officers of the Jews 

arrested Jesus and bound Him. 13  And they led Him away to Annas first, for he was 

the father - in - law of Caiaphas who was high priest that y ear. 14  Now it was Caiaphas 

who advised the Jews that it was expedient that one man should die for the people.  

PETER DENIES JESUS  

    
15  And Simon Peter followed Jesus, and so did  another [ a]  disciple. Now that disciple 

was known to the high priest, and went with Jesus into the courtyard of the high 

priest.  

Luke 22:31 - 62  

JESUS PREDICTS PETERôS DENIAL 

    
31  And the Lord  said, ñSimon, Simon! Indeed, Satan has asked for you, that he may 

sift you  as wheat. 32  But I have prayed for you, that your faith should not fail; and 

when you have returned to Me,  strengthen your brethren.ò  
33  But he said to Him, ñLord, I am ready to go with You, both to prison and to 

death.ò  
34  Then He said, ñI tell you, Peter, the rooster shall not crow this day before you will 

deny three times that you know Me.ò  

SUPPLIES FOR THE ROA D 

    
35  And He said to them, ñWhen I sent you without money bag, knapsack, and 

sandals, did you lack anything?ò  

So they said, ñNothing.ò  
36  Then He said to them, ñBut now, he who has a money bag, let him take it,  and 

likewise a knapsack; and he who has no sword, let him sell his garment and buy 

one. 37  For I say to you  that this which is written must still be accomplished in Me: 

óAnd He was numbered with the transgressors.ô For the things concerning Me have 

an end.ò  
38  So they said, ñLord, look, here are  two swords.ò  

And He said to them, ñIt is enough.ò

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THE PRAYER IN  THE GARDEN  

    
39  Coming out, He went to the Mount of Olives, as He was accustomed, and His 

disciples also followed Him. 40  When He came to the place, He said to them, ñPray 

that you may not enter into temptation.ò  
41  And He was withdrawn from them about  a stoneôs throw, and He knelt down and 

prayed, 42  saying, ñFather, if it is Your will, take this cup away from Me; 

nevertheless not My will, but Yours, be done.ò 43  Then an angel appeared to Him 

from heaven, strengthening Him. 44  And being in agony, He pr ayed more earnestly. 

Then His sweat became like great drops of blood falling down to the ground.  
45  When He rose up from prayer, and had come to His disciples, He found them 

sleeping from sorrow. 46  Then He said to them, ñWhy do you sleep? Rise and pray, 

lest you enter into temptation.ò  

BETRAYAL AND ARREST IN GETHSEMANE  

    
47  And while He was still speaking, behold, a multitude; and he who was called 

Judas, one of the twelve, went before them and drew near to Jesus to kiss Him. 48  

But Jesus said to him, ñJudas, are you betraying the Son of Man with a kiss?ò  
49  When those around Him saw what was going to happen, they said to Him, ñLord, 

shall we strike with the sword?ò 50  And one of them struck the servant of the high 

priest and cut off his right ear.  
51  But Jesus answered and said, ñPermit even this.ò And He touched his ear and 

healed him.  
52  Then Jesus said to the chief priests, captains of the temple, and the elders who 

had come to Him, ñHave you come out, as against a robber, with swords and clubs? 
53  When I was with you daily in the temple, you did not try to seize Me. But this is 

your hour, and the power of darkness.ò  

PETER DENIES JESUS, AND WEEPS BITTERLY  

    
54  Having arrested Him, they led Him  and brought Him into the high priestôs house. 

But Pet er followed at a distance. 55  Now when they had kindled a fire in the midst of 

the courtyard and sat down together, Peter sat among them. 56  And a certain 

servant girl, seeing him as he sat by the fire, looked intently at him and said, ñThis 

man was also w ith Him.ò  
57  But he denied Him, saying, ñWoman, I do not know Him.ò  
58  And after a little while another saw him and said, ñYou also are of them.ò  

But Peter said, ñMan, I am not!ò  
59  Then after about an hour had passed, another confidently affirmed, say ing, 

ñSurely this fellow  also was with Him, for he is a Galilean.ò  
60  But Peter said, ñMan, I do not know what you are saying!ò  

Immediately, while he was still speaking, the rooster crowed. 61  And the Lord turned 

and looked at Peter. Then Peter remembere d the word of the Lord, how He had said 
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to him, ñBefore the rooster crows, you will deny Me three times.ò 62  So Peter went 

out and wept bitterly.

LEVITICUS 4:1-7  

LEVITICUS 4  

THE SIN OFFERING  

 1 Now the LORD spoke to Moses , saying, 2 ñSpeak to the children of Israel, saying: 

óIf a person sins unintentionally against any of the commandments of the LORD in 

anything  which ought not to be done, and does any of them, 3 if the anointed priest 

sins, bringing guilt on the people, t hen let him offer to the LORD for his sin which 

he has sinned a young bull without blemish as a sin offering. 4 He shall bring the 

bull to the door of the tabernacle of meeting before the LORD, lay his hand on the 

bullôs head, and kill the bull before the LORD. 5 Then the anointed priest shall take 

some of the bullôs blood and bring it to the tabernacle of meeting. 6 The priest shall 

dip his finger in the blood and sprinkle some of the blood seven times before the 

LORD, in front of the veil of the sanctuary . 7 And the priest shall put some of the 

blood on the horns of the altar of sweet incense before the LORD, which is in the 

tabernacle of meeting; and he shall pour the remaining blood of the bull at the base 

of the altar of the burnt offering, which is at the door of the tabernacle of meeting.  
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NUMBERS 19:1-11  

NUMBERS 19  

LAWS OF PURIFICATION  

 1 Now the LORD spoke to Moses and Aaron, saying, 2 ñThis is the ordinance of the 

law which the LORD has commanded, saying: óSpeak to the children of Israel, that 

they bring you a red heifer without blemish, in which there is no defect and  on 

which a yoke has never come. 3 You shall give it to Eleazar the priest, that he may 

take it outside the camp, and it shall be slaughtered before him; 4 and  Eleazar the 

priest shall take some of its blood with his finger, and sprinkle some of its blood 

seven times directly in front of the tabernacle of meeting. 5 Then the heifer shall be 

burned in his sight: its hide, its flesh, its blood, and its offal shall  be burned. 6 And 

the priest shall take cedar wood and hyssop and scarlet, and cast them  into the 

midst of the fire burning the heifer. 7 Then the priest shall wash his clothes, he shall 

bathe in water, and afterward he shall come into the camp; the priest  shall be 

unclean until evening. 8 And the one who burns it shall wash his clothes in water, 

bathe in water, and shall be unclean until evening. 9 Then a man who is  clean shall 

gather up the ashes of the heifer, and store them  outside the camp in a clean 

place; and they shall be kept for the congregation of the children of Israel for the 

water of purification; [ a]  it is for purif ying from sin. 10  And the one who gathers the 

ashes of the heifer shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until evening. It shall be 

a statute forever to the children of Israel and to the stranger who dwells among 

them.  
11  óHe who touches the dead body of anyone shall be unclean seven days.

THE PROPHETôS QUESTION 

    2 O LORD, how long shall I cry,  

      And You will not hear?  

      Even cry out to You, ñViolence!ò  

      And You will not save.  

       3 Why do You show me iniquity,  

      And cause me  to see tro uble?  

      For plundering and violence are  before me;  

      There is strife, and contention arises.  

       4 Therefore the law is powerless,  

      And justice never goes forth.  

      For the wicked surround the righteous;  

      Therefore perverse ju dgment proceeds.  

THE LORDôS REPLY 

    5 ñ Look among the nations and watchð  

      Be utterly astounded!  

      For I will  work a work in your days  

      Which  you would not believe, though it were told you.  

       6 For indeed I am raising up the Chalde ans,  

      A bitter and hasty nation  

      Which marches through the breadth of the earth,  

      To possess dwelling places that are  not theirs.  

       7 They are terrible and dreadful;  

      Their judgment and their dignity proceed from themselves.  

       8 Their horses also are swifter than leopards,  

      And more fierce than evening wolves.  

      Their chargers charge ahead;  

      Their cavalry comes from afar;  

      They fly as the eagle that  hastens to eat.  

       9 ñ They all come for violence;  

      Their faces are set like  the east wind.  

      They gather captives like sand.  

       10  They scoff at kings,  

      And princes are scorned by them.  

      They deride every stronghold,  

      For they heap up earthen mounds  and seize it.  

       11  Then his  mind changes, and he transgresses;  
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      He commits offense,  

      Ascribing this power to his god.ò  

THE PROPHETôS SECOND QUESTION  

    12  Are You not from everlasting,  

      O LORD my God, my Holy One?  

      We shall not die.  

      O LORD, You have appointed them for judgment;  

      O Rock, You have marked them for correction.  
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EZEKIEL 13:17-22  

17  ñLikewise, son of man, set your face against the daughters of your people, 

who prophesy out of their own heart;  prophesy against them, 18  and say, 

óThus says the Lord GOD: ñWoe to the women  who sew magic  charms on 
their sleeves and make veils for the heads of people of every height to hunt 

souls! Will you hunt the souls of My people, and keep yourselves alive? 19  
And will you profane Me among My people for handfuls of barley and for 

pieces of bread, killing people who should not die, and keeping people alive 
who should not live, by your lying to My people who listen to lies?ò  
20  óTherefore thus says the Lord GOD: ñBehold, I am  against your magic  

charms by which you hunt souls there like birds. I will tear them from your 
arms, and let the souls go, the souls you hunt like birds. 21  I will also tear off 

your veils and deliver My people out of your hand, and they shall  no longer 
be as prey in your hand. Then you shall know that I am  the LORD.  
22  ñBecause with lies you have made the heart of the righteous sad, whom I 
have not made sad; and you have strengthened the hands of the wicked, so 

that he does not turn from his wicked way to save his life.  
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KINGS 19:20-29  

THE WORD OF THE LORD  CONCERNING SENNACHER IB  

    
20  Then Isaiah the son of Amoz sent to Hezekiah, saying, ñThus says the LORD God 

of Israel: óBecause you have prayed to Me against Sennacherib king of Assyria, I 

have heard.ô 21  This is the word which the LORD has spoken concerning him:  

 

      óThe virgin, the daughter of Zion,  

      Has despised you, laughed you to scorn;  

      The daughter of Jerusalem  

      Has shaken her  head behind  your back!  

 22  ó Whom have you reproached and blasphemed? 
      Against whom have you raised your  voice,  

      And lifted up your eyes on high?  
      Against the Holy One  of Israel.  

 23  By your messengers you have reproached the Lord,  
      And said: ñBy the multitude of my chariots  

      I have come up to the height of the mountains,  
      To the limits of Lebanon;  

      I will cut down its tall cedars  
      And  its choice cypress trees;  

      I will enter the extremity of its borders,  
      To its fruitful forest.  

 24  I have dug and drunk strange water,  
      And with the soles of my feet I have dried up  

      All the brooks of defense.ò  

 25  óDid you not hear long ago 
      How  I made it,  

      From ancient times that I formed it?  
      Now  I have brought it to pass,  

      That you should be  

      For crushing fortified cities into  heaps of ruins.  

 26  Therefore their inhabitants had little power;  
      They were dismayed and confounded;  

      They were as the grass of the field  
      And the green herb,  

      As the grass on the housetops  
      And grain  blighted before it is grown.  
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 27  óBut I know your dwelling place, 

      Your going out and your coming in,  
      And your rage against Me.  

 28  Because your rage against Me and your tumult  

      Have come up to My ears,  
      Therefore I will put My hook in your nose  

      And My bridle in your lips,  
      And I will turn you back  

      By the way which you came.  
29  óThis shall be  a sign to you:  

      You shall eat this year suc h as grows of itself,  

      And in the second year what springs from the same;  
      Also in the third year sow and reap,  

      Plant vineyards and eat the fruit of them.  
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ACTS 22:30-23:16  

THE SANHEDRIN DIVIDE D 

    
30  The next day, because he wanted to know for certain why he was accused by the 

Jews, he released him from his  bonds, and commanded the chief priests and all 

their council to appear, and brought Paul down and set him before them.  

ACTS 23  

 1 Then Paul, looking earnes tly at the council, said, ñMen and  brethren, I 
have lived in all good conscience before God until this day.ò 2 And the high 

priest Ananias commanded those who stood by him to strike him on the 
mouth. 3 Then Paul said to him, ñGod will strike you, you  white washed wall! 

For you sit to judge me according to the law, and do you command me to be 
struck contrary to the law?ò 
4 And those who stood by said, ñDo you revile Godôs high priest?ò  
5 Then Paul said, ñI did not know, brethren, that he was the high priest; for it 
is written, óYou shall not speak evil of a ruler of your people.ôò  But when Paul 

perceived that one part were Sadducees and the other Pharisees, he cried 
out in the council, ñMen and  brethren, I am a Pharisee, the son of a 

Pharisee; concerning the  hope and resurrection of the dead I am being 
judged!ò 
7 And when he had said this, a dissension arose between the Pharisees and 
the Sadducees; and the assembly was divided. 8 For Sadducees say that 

there is no resurrection ðand no angel or spirit; but the Pharisees confess 
both. 9 Then there arose a loud outcry. And the scribes of the Phariseesô 

party arose and protested, saying, ñWe find no evil in this man; but if a spirit 
or an angel has spoken to him, let us not fight against God.  
10  Now when there aros e a great dissension, the commander, fearing lest 
Paul might be pulled to pieces by them, commanded the soldiers to go down 

and take him by force from among them, and bring him into the barracks.   

THE PLOT AGAINST PAU L 

    
11  But the following night the Lo rd stood by him and said, ñBe of good cheer, Paul; 

for as you have testified for Me in Jerusalem, so you must also bear witness at 

Rome.ò 
12  And when it was day, some of the Jews banded together and bound themselves 

under an oath, saying that they would ne ither eat nor drink till they had killed Paul. 
13  Now there were more than forty who had formed this conspiracy. 14  They came to 

the chief priests and elders, and said, ñWe have bound ourselves under a great oath 

that we will eat nothing until we have kill ed Paul.

JUDAS HANGS HIMSELF  

    
3 Then Judas, His betrayer, seeing that He had been condemned, was remorseful 

and brought back the thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and elde rs, 4 saying, 

ñI have sinned by betraying innocent blood.ò  

And they said, ñWhat is that  to us? You see to it! ò

68  And if I also ask 

you,  you will by no means answer Me or let Me go. 69  Hereafter the Son of Man will 

sit on the right hand of the power of God.ò  
70  Then they all said, ñAre You then the Son of God?ò  

So He said to them, ñYou rightly  say that I am.ò  
71  And they said, ñWhat further testimony do we need? For we have heard it 

ourselves from His own mouth.ò

IN PILATEôS COURT 

    
28  Then they led Jesus from Caiaphas to the Praetorium, and it was early morning. 

But they themselves did not go into the Praetorium, lest they should be defiled, but 

that they might eat the Passover. 29  Pilate then went out to them and said, ñWhat 

accusation d o you bring against this Man?ò  
30  They answered and said to him, ñIf He were not an evildoer, we would not have 

delivered Him up to you.ò

Therefore the Jews said to him, ñIt is not lawful for us to put anyone to death,ò 32  

that the saying of Jesus might be fulfilled which He spoke, signifying by what death 

He would die.

Your own nation and the chief priests have 

delivered You to me. What have You done?ò  
36  Jesus answered, ñMy kingdom is not of this world. If My kingdom were of this 

world, My servants would fight, so that I should not be delivered to the Jews; but 

now My kingdom is not from here.ò  
37  Pilate therefore said to Him, ñAre You a king then?ò  

Jesus answered, ñYou say rightly  that I am a king. For this cause I was born, and 

for this cause I have come into the world, that I should bear witness to the truth. 

Everyone who is of the truth hears My voice.ò  
38  Pilate said to Him, ñWhat is truth?ò And when he had said this, he went out again 

to the Jews, and said to them, ñI find no fault in Him at all.

26  Then he released Barabbas to them; and when he had scourged Jesus, he 

delivered Him  to be crucifie d.

27  Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the Praetorium and gathered 

the whole garrison around Him. 28  And they stripped Him and put a scarlet robe on 

Him. 29  When they had twisted a crown of thorns, they put it  on His head, and a 

reed in His right hand. And they bowed the knee before Him and mocked Him, 

saying, ñHail, King of the Jews!ò 30  Then they spat on Him, and took the reed and 

struck Him on the head.

ñCrucify Him,  crucify Him! ò  

Pilate said to them, ñYou take Him and crucify Him,  for I find no fault in Him.ò  
7 The Jews answered him, ñWe have a law, and according to our [ a]  law He ought to 

die, because He made Himself the Son of God.ò  
8 Therefore, when Pilate heard that saying, he  was the more afraid, 9 and went 

again into the Praetorium, and said to Jesus, ñWhere are You from?ò But Jesus gave 

him no answer.

15  But they cried out, ñAway with Him,  away with Him!  Crucify Him!ò  

Pilate said to them, ñShall I crucify your King?ò  
The chief priests answered, ñWe have no king but Caesar!ò  
16  Then he delivered Him to them to be crucified. Then th ey took Jesus and 
led Him  away. [ a]  

THE KING ON A CROSS  

    
17  And He, bearing His cross, went out to a place called the Place  of a Skull, which is 

called in Hebrew, Golgotha, 18  where they crucified Him, and two others with Him, 

one on either side, and Jesus in the center.

26  When Jesus therefore saw His mother, 

and the disciple whom He loved standing by, He said to His mother, ñWoman, 

behold your son!ò 27  Then He said to the disciple, ñBehold your mother!ò And from 

that hour that disciple took her to his own home.   

IT IS FINISHED  

    
28  After this, Jesus, knowing [ b]  that all things w ere now accomplished, that the 

Scripture might be fulfilled, said, ñI thirst!ò 29  Now a vessel full of sour wine was 

sitting there; and they filled a sponge with sour wine, put it  on hyssop, and put it  to 

His mouth. 30  So when Jesus had received the sour w ine, He said, ñIt is finished!ò

GENESIS 22  

ABRAHAMôS FAITH CONFIRMED  

 1 Now it came to pass after these things that God tested Abraham, and said to him,  

ñAbraham!ò 

And he said, ñHere I am.ò  
2 Then He said, ñTake now your son, your only son  Isaac, whom you love, and go to 

the land of Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt offering on one of the mountains 

of which I shall tell you.ò  
3 So Abraham rose earl y in the morning and saddled his donkey, and took two of his 

young men with him, and Isaac his son; and he split the wood for the burnt 

offering, and arose and went to the place of which God had told him. 4 Then on the 

third day Abraham lifted his eyes and  saw the place afar off.

9 And Moses said to Joshua, 

ñChoose us some men and go out, fight with Amalek. Tomorrow I will stand on the 

top of the hi ll with the rod of God in my hand.ò 10  So Joshua did as Moses said to 

him, and fought with Amalek. And Moses, Aaron, and Hur went up to the top of the 

hill. 11  And so it was, when Moses held up his hand, that Israel prevailed; and when 

he let down his hand , Amalek prevailed. 12  But Mosesô hands became  heavy; so they 

took a stone and put it  under him, and he sat on it.

18  Then the LORD said to Joshua, ñStretch out the spear that is in your hand 

toward Ai, for I will give it into your hand.ò And Joshua stretched out the 

spear that was  in his hand toward the city. 19  So those in  ambush arose 
quickly out of their place; they ran as soon as he had stretched out his hand, 

and they entered the city and took it, and hurried to set the city on fire. 20  
And when the me n of Ai looked behind them, they saw, and behold, the 

smoke of the city ascended to heaven. So they had no power to flee this way

nor weep, nor shall your tears run down. 17  Sigh in silence, make no mourning f or 

the dead; bind your turban on your head, and put your sandals on your feet; do not 

cover your  lips, and do not eat manôs bread of sorrow. ò

    13  Behold, My Servant shall deal prudent ly;  

      He shall be exalted and extolled and be very high.

 23  who, when He was reviled, did not revile in return; when He suffered, He 
did not threaten, but committed Himself  to Him who judges righteo usly; 24  

who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died 
to sins, might live for righteousness ðby whose stripes you were healed. 25  

For you were like sheep going astray, but have now returned to the 
Shepherd and Overseer [ d]  of your souls.

law, then Christ died in vain.ò  

GALATIANS 3  

JUSTIFICATION BY FAI TH 

 1 O foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you that you should not obey the truth, [ a]  

before whose eyes Jesus Christ was clearly portrayed among you [ b]  as crucified? 2 

This only I want to learn from you: Did you receive the Spirit by the works of the 

law, or by the hearing of faith? 3 Are you so foolish? Having begun in the Spirit, are 

you now being made perfe ct by the flesh? 4 Have you suffered so many things in 

vain ðif indeed it was  in vain?  
5 Therefore He who supplies the Spirit to you and works miracles among you, does 

He do it  by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? ð 6 just as Abraham 

ñbelieved God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness.ò[ c]  7 Therefore know 

that only  those who are of faith are sons of Abraham. 8 And the Scripture, 

foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles by faith, preached the gospel to 

Abraham beforehand, saying,  ñIn you all the nations shall be blessed.ò[ d]  9 So then 

those who are  of faith are blessed with believing Abraham.  

THE LAW BRINGS A CUR SE 

    
10  For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse; for it is wr itten, 

ñCursed is everyone who does not continue in all things which are written in the 

book of the law, to do them.ò[ e]  11  But that no one is justified by the law in the sight 

of God is evident, for ñthe just shall live by faith.ò[ f]  12  Yet the law is not of faith, but 

ñthe man who does them shall live by them.ò[ g]  
13  Christ has rede emed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us 

(for it is written, ñCursed is everyone who hangs on a treeò[ h]), 14  that the blessing 

of Abraham might come upon the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that we might receive 

the promise of the Spirit through faith.  

Galatians 6:11 - 18  

GLORY ONLY IN THE CR OSS 

    
11  See with what large letters I have written to yo u with my own hand! 12  As many 

as desire to make a good showing in the flesh, these would  compel you to be 

circumcised, only that they may not suffer persecution for the cross of Christ. 13  For 

not even those who are circumcised keep the law, but they desi re to have you 
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circumcised that they may boast in your flesh. 14  But God forbid that I should boast 

except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom [ a]  the world has been crucified 

to me, and I to the world. 15  For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor 

uncircumcision avails anything, but a new creation.  

BLESSING AND A PLEA  

    
16  And as many as walk accordi ng to this rule, peace and mercy be  upon them, and 

upon the Israel of God.  
17  From now on let no one trouble me, for I bear in my body the marks of the Lord 

Jesus.  
18  Brethren, the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be  with your spirit. Amen.  
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LUKE 22:63-23:12  

JESUS MOCKED AND BEA TEN 

    
63  Now the men who held Jesus mocked Him and beat Him. 64  And having 

blindfolded Him, they struck Him on the face and asked Him, [ a]  saying, ñProphesy! 

Who is the one who struck You?ò 65  And many other things they blasphemously 

spoke against Him.  

JESUS FACES THE SANH EDRIN  

    
66  As soon as it was day, the elders of the p eople, both chief priests and scribes, 

came together and led Him into their council, saying, 67  ñIf You are the Christ, tell 

us.ò  

But He said to them, ñIf I tell you, you will by no means believe. 68  And if I also ask 

you,  you will by no means answer Me o r let Me go. [ b]  69  Hereafter the Son of Man 

will sit on the right hand of the power of God.ò  
70  Then they all said, ñAre You then the Son of God?ò  

So He said to them, ñYou rightly  say that I am.ò  
71  And they said, ñWhat further testimony do we need? For we have heard it 

ourselves from His own mouth.ò  

LUKE 23  

JESUS HANDED OVER TO  PONTIUS PILATE  

 1 Then the whole multitude o f them arose and led Him to Pilate. 2 And they began 

to accuse Him, saying, ñWe found this fellow  perverting the [ c]  nation,  and forbidding 

to pay taxes to Caesar, saying that He Himself is Christ, a King.ò 
3 Then Pilate asked Him, saying, ñAre You the King of the Jews?ò  

He answered him and said, ñIt is as  you say.ò  
4 So Pilate said to the chief priests and the crowd, ñI find no fault in this Man.ò  
5 But they were the more fierce, saying, ñHe stirs up the people, teaching 

throughout all Judea, beginning from Galilee to this place.ò  

JESUS FACES HEROD  

    
6 When Pilate heard of Galilee, [ d]  he asked if the Man were a Galilean. 7 And as soon 

as he knew that He belonged to Herodôs jurisdiction, he sent Him to Herod, who 

was also in Jerusalem at that time. 8 Now when Herod saw Jesus, he was 

exceedingly glad; for he had desired for a long time  to see Him, because he had 

heard many things about Him, and he hoped to see some miracle done by Him. 9 

Then he questioned Him with many words, but He answered hi m nothing. 10  And the 

chief priests and scribes stood and vehemently accused Him. 11  Then Herod, with his 
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men of war, treated Him with contempt and mocked Him,  arrayed Him in a 

gorgeous robe, and sent Him back to Pilate. 12  That very day Pilate and Herod 

became friends with each other, for previously they had been at enmity with each 

other.  
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MATTHEW 27:3-19  

JUDAS HANGS HIMSELF  

    
3 Then Judas, His betrayer, seeing that He had been condemned, was remorseful 

and brought back the thi rty pieces of silver to the chief priests and elders, 4 saying, 

ñI have sinned by betraying innocent blood.ò  

And they said, ñWhat is that  to us? You see to it! ò  
5 Then he threw down the pieces of silver in the temple and departed, and went and 

hanged him self.  
6 But the chief priests took the silver pieces and said, ñIt is not lawful to put them 

into the treasury, because they are the price of blood.ò 7 And they consulted 

together and bought with them the potterôs field, to bury strangers in. 8 Therefore 

that field has been called the Field of Blood to this day.  
9 Then was fulfilled what was spoken by Jeremiah the prophet, saying, ñAnd they 

took the thirty pieces of silver, the value of Him who was priced,  whom they of the 

children of Israel priced, 10  and gave them for the potterôs field, as the LORD 

directed me.ò[ a]   

JESUS FACES PILATE  

    
11  Now Jesus stood before the gover nor. And the governor asked Him, saying, ñAre 

You the King of the Jews?ò  

Jesus said to him, ñIt is as  you say.ò 12  And while He was being accused by the chief 

priests and elders, He answered nothing.  
13  Then Pilate said to Him, ñDo You not hear how many things they testify against 

You?ò 14  But He answered him not one word, so that the governor marveled greatly.  

TAKING THE PLACE OF BARABBAS  

    
15  Now at the feast the governor was accustomed to releasing to the multitude one 

prisoner whom they wished. 16  And at that time they had a notorious prisoner called 

Barabbas. [ b]  17  Therefore, when they had gathered together, Pilate sai d to them, 

ñWhom do you want me to release to you? Barabbas, or Jesus who is called Christ?ò 
18  For he knew that they had handed Him over because of envy.  
19  While he was sitting on the judgment seat, his wife sent to him, saying, ñHave 

nothing to do with  that just Man, for I have suffered many things today in a dream 

because of Him.ò  
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LUKE 23:13-23  

TAKING THE PLACE OF BARABBAS  

    
13  Then Pilate, when he had called together the chief priests, the rulers, and the 

people, 14  said to them, ñYou have brought this Man to me, as one who misleads the 

people. And indeed, having examined Him  in your presence, I have found no fault 

in this Man concerning those things of which you accuse Him; 15  no, neither did 

Herod, for I sent you back to  him; [ a]  and indeed nothing deserving of death has 

been done by Him. 16  I will therefore chastise Him and release Himò 17  (for  it was 

necessary for him to release one to them at the feast). [ b]  
18  And they all cried out at once, saying, ñAway with this Man,  and release to us 

Barabbasòð 19  who had been thrown into prison for a certain rebellion made in the 

city, and for murder.  
20  Pilate, therefore, wishing to release Jesus, again called out to them. 21  But they 

shouted, saying, ñCrucify Him,  crucify Him !ò  
22  Then he said to them the third time, ñWhy, what evil has He done? I have found 

no reason for death in Him. I will therefore chastise Him and let Him  go.ò  
23  But they were insistent, demanding with loud voices that He be crucified. And the 

voices of  these men and of the chief priests prevailed. [ c]  
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MATTHEW 27:24-25  

24  When Pilate saw that he could  not prevail at all, but rather that  a tumult 

was rising, he took water and washed his  hands before the multitude, 

saying, ñI am innocent of the blood of this just Person.[ a]  You see to it. ò  
25  And all the people answered and said, ñHis blood be  on us and on our 

children.ò  
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LUKE 23:24-45  

24  So Pilate gave sentence that it should be as they requested . 25  And he 

released to them [ a]  the one they requested, who for rebellion and murder had 

been thrown into prison; but he deliv ered Jesus to their will.  

THE KING ON A CROSS  

    
26  Now as they led Him away, they laid hold of a certain man, Simon a Cyrenian, 

who was coming from the country, and on him they laid the cross that he might 

bear it  after Jesus.  
27  And a great multitude of the people followed Him, and women who also mourned 

and lamented Him. 28  But Jesus, turning to them, said, ñDaughters of Jerusalem, do 

not weep for Me, but weep for yourselves and for your children. 29  For indeed the 

days are coming in which they will s ay, óBlessed are  the barren, wombs that never 

bore, and breasts which never nursed!ô 30  Then they will begin óto say to the 

mountains, ñFall on us!ò and to the hills, ñCover us!òô[ b]  31  For if they do these things 

in the green wood, what will be done in the dry?ò  
32  There were also two others, criminals, led with Him to be put to death. 33  And 

when they had come to the place cal led Calvary, there they crucified Him, and the 

criminals, one on the right hand and the other on the left. 34  Then Jesus said, 

ñFather, forgive them, for they do not know what they do.ò[ c]  

And they divided His garments and cast lots. 35  And the people stood looking on. 

But even the rulers with them sneered, saying, ñHe saved others; let Him save 

Himself if He is the Christ, the c hosen of God.ò  
36  The soldiers also mocked Him, coming and offering Him sour wine, 37  and saying, 

ñIf You are the King of the Jews, save Yourself.ò  
38  And an inscription also was written over Him in letters of Greek, Latin, and 

Hebrew: [ d]  

      THIS IS THE KING OF THE JEWS.  

 
39  Then one of the criminals who were hanged blasphemed Him, saying, ñIf You are 

the Christ, [ e]  save Yourself and us.ò  
40  But the other, answering, rebuked him, saying, ñDo you not even fear God, 

seeing you are under the same con demnation? 41  And we indeed justly, for we 

receive the due reward of our deeds; but this Man has done nothing wrong.ò 42  Then 

he said to Jesus, ñLord,[ f]  remember me when You come into Your kingdom.ò  
43  And Jesus said to him, ñAssuredly, I say to you, today you will be with Me in 

Paradise.ò  

JESUS DIES ON THE CR OSS 

44  Now it was [ g]  about the sixth hour, and there was darkness over all the earth until 

the ninth hour. 45  Then the sun was darkened, [ h]  and the veil of the temple was torn 

in two.  
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MATTHEW 27:51-54  

51  Then, behold, the veil of the temple was torn in two from top to bottom; 

and the earth quak ed, and the rocks were split, 52  and the graves were 

opened; and many bodies of the saints who had fallen asleep were raised; 53  
and coming out of the graves after His resurrection, they went into the holy 

city and appeared to many.  
54  So when the centuri on and those with him, who were guarding Jesus, saw 

the earthquake and the things that had happened, they feared greatly, 
saying, ñTruly this was the Son of God!ò  
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JOHN 19:23-42  

23  Then the soldiers, when they had crucified Jesus , took His garments and 

made four parts, to each soldier a part, and also the tunic. Now the tunic 

was without seam, woven from the top in one piece. 24  They said therefore 
among themselves, ñLet us not tear it, but cast lots for it, whose it shall be,ò 

th at the Scripture might be fulfilled which says:  
 

 
      ñ They divided My garments among them, 

      And for My clothing they cast lots.ò[ a] 

   Therefore the soldiers did these things.  

BEHOLD YOUR MOTHER  

    
25  Now there stood by the cross of Jesus His mother, and His motherôs sister, Mary 

the wife  of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. 26  When Jesus therefore saw His mother, 

and the d isciple whom He loved standing by, He said to His mother, ñWoman, 

behold your son!ò 27  Then He said to the disciple, ñBehold your mother!ò And from 

that hour that disciple took her to his own home.   

IT IS FINISHED  

    
28  After this, Jesus, knowing [ b]  that all things were now accomplished, that the 

Scripture might be fulfilled, said, ñI thirst!ò 29  Now a vessel full of sour wine w as 

sitting there; and they filled a sponge with sour wine, put it  on hyssop, and put it  to 

His mouth. 30  So when Jesus had received the sour wine, He said, ñIt is finished!ò 

And bowing His head, He gave up His spirit.  

JESUSô SIDE IS PIERCED 

    
31  Therefo re, because it was the Preparation Day,  that the bodies should not remain 

on the cross on the Sabbath (for that Sabbath was a high day), the Jews asked 

Pilate that their legs might be broken, and that  they might be taken away. 32  Then 

the soldiers came and  broke the legs of the first and of the other who was crucified 

with Him. 33  But when they came to Jesus and saw that He was already dead, they 

did not break His legs. 34  But one of the soldiers pierced His side with a spear, and 

immediately blood and wate r came out. 35  And he who has seen has testified, and 

his testimony is true; and he knows that he is telling the truth, so that you may 

believe. 36  For these things were done that the Scripture should be fulfilled, ñNot 

one  of His bones shall be broken.ò[ c]  37  And again another Scripture says, ñThey shall 

look on Him whom they pierced.ò[ d]   
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JESUS BURIED IN JOSE PHôS TOMB 

    
38  After this, Joseph of Arimathea, being a disciple of Jesus, but secretly, for fear of 

the Jews, asked Pilate that he might take away the body of Jesus; and Pilate gave 

him  permission. So he came and took the body of Jesus. 39  And Nicodemus, who at 

first came to Jesus by night, also came, bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes, 

about a hundred pounds. 40  Then they took the body of Je sus, and bound it in strips 

of linen with the spices, as the custom of the Jews is to bury. 41  Now in the place 

where He was crucified there was a garden, and in the garden a new tomb in which 

no one had yet been laid. 42  So there they laid Jesus, because of the Jewsô 

Preparation Day,  for the tomb was nearby.  
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SATYRDAY 

EVENING 

MATTHEW 27:57-61  

JESUS BURIED IN JOSE PHôS TOMB 

    
57  Now when evening had come, there came a rich man from Arimathea, named 

Joseph, who himself had also bec ome a disciple of Jesus. 58  This man went to Pilate 

and asked for the body of Jesus. Then Pilate commanded the body to be given to 

him. 59  When Joseph had taken the body, he wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, 60  and 

laid it in his new tomb which he had hew n out of the rock; and he rolled a large 

stone against the door of the tomb, and departed. 61  And Mary Magdalene was 

there, and the other Mary, sitting opposite the tomb.  
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MARK 15:42-61:1  

JESUS BURIED IN JOSE PHôS TOMB 

    
42  Now w hen evening had come, because it was the Preparation Day, that is, the 

day before the Sabbath, 43  Joseph of Arimathea, a prominent council member, who 

was himself waiting for the kingdom of God, coming and taking courage, went in to 

Pilate and asked for th e body of Jesus. 44  Pilate marveled that He was already dead; 

and summoning the centurion, he asked him if He had been dead for some time. 45  

So when he found out from the centurion, he granted the body to Joseph. 46  Then 

he bought fine linen, took Him dow n, and wrapped Him in the linen. And he laid 

Him in a tomb which had been hewn out of the rock, and rolled a stone against the 

door of the tomb. 47  And Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother  of Joses observed 

where He was laid.  

MARK 16  

HE IS RISEN  

 1 Now when  the Sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother  of James, 

and Salome bought spices, that they might come and anoint Him. 2 Very early in 

the morning, on the first day  of the week, they came to the tomb when the sun had 

risen. 3 And they said among t hemselves, ñWho will roll away the stone from the 

door of the tomb for us?ò 4 But when they looked up, they saw that the stone had 

been rolled away ðfor it was very large. 5 And entering the tomb, they saw a young 

man clothed in a long white robe sitting on  the right side; and they were alarmed.  
6 But he said to them, ñDo not be alarmed. You seek Jesus of Nazareth, who was 

crucified. He is risen! He is not here. See the place where they laid Him. 7 But go, 

tell His disciples ðand Peter ðthat He is going before  you into Galilee; there you will 

see Him, as He said to you.ò  
8 So they went out quickly [ a]  and fled from the tomb, for th ey trembled and were 

amazed. And they said nothing to anyone, for they were afraid.  

MARY MAGDALENE SEES THE RISEN LORD  

    
9 Now when He rose early on the first day  of the week, He appeared first to Mary 

Magdalene, out of whom He had cast seven demons. 10  She went and told those 

who had been with Him, as they mourned and wept. 11  And when they heard that 

He was alive and had been seen by her, they did not believe.  

JESUS APPEARS TO TWO  DISCIPLES  

    
12  After that, He appeared in another form to two of them  as they walked and went 
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into the country. 13  And they went and told it  to the rest, but  they did not believe 

them either.  

THE GREAT COMMISSION  

    
14  Later He appeared to the eleven as they sat at the table; and He rebuked their 

unbelief and hardness of heart, because they did not believe those who had seen 

Him after He had risen. 15  And He said to them, ñGo into all the world and preach 

the gospel to every creature. 16  He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but 

he who does not believe will be con demned. 17  And these signs will follow those who 

believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; 
18  they [ b]  will take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no 

means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.ò  

CHRIST ASCENDS TO GO DôS RIGHT HAND 

    
19  So then, after the Lord had spoken to them, He was  received up into heaven, and 

sat down at the right hand of God. 20  And they went out and preached everywhere, 

the Lord working with them  and confirming the word through the accompanying 

signs. Amen. [ c]  
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LUKE 23:50-24:12  

JESUS BURIED IN JOSE PHôS TOMB 

    
50  Now behold, there was  a man named Joseph, a council member, a good and just 

man. 51  He had not consented to their decision and deed. He was  from Arimathea, a 

city of the Jews, who himself was also waiting [ a]  for the ki ngdom of God. 52  This man 

went to Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus. 53  Then he took it down, wrapped it 

in linen, and laid it in a tomb that was  hewn out of the rock, where no one had ever 

lain before. 54  That day was the Preparation, and the Sabbath  drew near.  
55  And the women who had come with Him from Galilee followed after, and they 

observed the tomb and how His body was laid. 56  Then they returned and prepared 

spices and fragrant oils. And they rested on the Sabbath according to the 

commandment.   

LUKE 24  

HE IS RISEN  

 1 Now on the first day  of the week, very early in the morning, they, and certain 

other women  with them, [ b]  came to the tomb bringing the spices which they had 

prepared. 2 But they found the stone rolled away from the tomb. 3 Then they went 

in and did not find the body of the Lord Jesus. 4 And it happened, as they were 

greatly [ c]  perplexed about this, that behold, two men stood by them in shining 

garments. 5 Then, as they were afraid and bowed their  faces to the earth, they s aid 

to them, ñWhy do you seek the living among the dead? 6 He is not here, but is 

risen! Remember how He spoke to you when He was still in Galilee, 7 saying, óThe 

Son of Man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and be crucified, and 

the third da y rise again.ôò 
8 And they remembered His words. 9 Then they returned from the tomb and told all 

these things to the eleven and to all the rest. 10  It was Mary Magdalene, Joanna, 

Mary the mother  of James, and the other women  with them, who told these thing s 

to the apostles. 11  And their words seemed to them like idle tales, and they did not 

believe them. 12  But Peter arose and ran to the tomb; and stooping down, he saw 

the linen cloths lying [ d]  by themselves; and he departed, marveling to himself at

JESUSô SIDE IS PIERCED 

    
31  Therefore, because it was the Preparatio n Day,  that the bodies should not remain 

on the cross on the Sabbath (for that Sabbath was a high day), the Jews asked 

Pilate that their legs might be broken, and that  they might be taken away. 32  Then 

the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first and of the other who was crucified 

with Him. 33  But when they came to Jesus and saw that He was already dead, they 

did not break His legs. 34  But one of the soldiers pierced His side with a spear, and 

immediately blood and water came out. 35  And he who has see n has testified, and 

his testimony is true; and he knows that he is telling the truth, so that you may 

believe. 36  For these things were done that the Scripture should be fulfilled, ñNot 

one  of His bones shall be broken.ò[ a]  37  And again another Scripture says, ñThey shall 

look on Him whom they pierced.ò[ b]   

JESUS BURIED IN JOSE PHôS TOMB 

    
38  After this, Joseph of Arimathea, being a disciple of Jesus, but secretly, for fear of 

the Jews, asked Pilate that he might take away the body of Jesus; and Pilat e gave 

him  permission. So he came and took the body of Jesus. 39  And Nicodemus, who at 

first came to Jesus by night, also came, bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes, 

about a hundred pounds. 40  Then they took the body of Jesus, and bound it in strips 

of li nen with the spices, as the custom of the Jews is to bury. 41  Now in the place 

where He was crucified there was a garden, and in the garden a new tomb in which 

no one had yet been laid. 42  So there they laid Jesus, because of the Jewsô 

Preparation Day,  for  the tomb was nearby.

MATTHEW 27:62-66  

PILATE SETS A GUARD  

    
62  On the next day, which followed the Day of Preparation, the chief priests and 

Pharisees gathered together to Pilate, 63  saying, ñSir, we remember, while He was 

still alive, how that deceiver said, óAfter three days I will rise.ô 64  Therefore 

command that the tomb be made secure until the third day, lest His disciples come 

by night [ a]  and steal Him away,  and say to the people, óHe has risen from the dead.ô 

So the last deception will be worse than the first.ò  
65  Pilate said to them, ñYou have a guard; go your way, make it  as secu re as you 

know how.ò 66  So they went and made the tomb secure, sealing the stone and 

setting the guard.  
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
